Project aims and achievements





Doing arts comes in two sections. The first part is to support people with a learning disability to join in with carnivals being organised by other people in their area and focuses on themes, the design and making of costumes and props and carnival music. The second half is about organising a carnival from scratch and includes a project plan, information about licensing, stewarding, routes, budgeting and marketing.

Outcomes and impact
