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Collaborations: 


Just Different 


Collaborations is part of the Create Compete Collaborate and Accentuate programmes and is delivered by Creative Junction. Working in teams of artists, athletes and young people in the UK and abroad, each collaboration strives to excite dialogue around public perceptions on disability, diversity and difference.  


Just Different is led by artist Lynn Weddle, emerging artist Jack Bull and athlete Adam Simmons in collaboration with Allsorts –  a group for Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Transgender (LGBT) young people in Brighton.  The project consists of a series of photographic and mixed media workshops exploring themes of identity: how we see ourselves, how we feel others see us and how we would like to be seen.





Project aims and achievements


Just Different


	Explores Southeast's culture, diversity and creativity through photography. 


	Provides an opportunity for young people in the Southeast and Ecuador to work together.


Celebrates the values of the Paralympics.





Outcomes and impact


	Engages approximately 25 young people.


	Emerging artists Jack Bull is working on a new project at Brighton Dome and feels this project has helped prepare him for that.
