Filmable resulted in over 50 filmmaking workshop, across Berkshire, Buckinghamshire, Surrey and Milton Keynes and the production of 1 film





The uScreen Slough Film Festival attracted over 120 people with over 40% of the audience registered as disabled





The Shelter Project engaged with youth partners in South Africa and India as well as schools and youth groups across the South East.
